She got to teach some of her Great Aunts 
from Squaxin Island and it was fun to get to 
know her Aunts.  She taught a variety of 
ages.  She wished she had more time to teach 
them.  She was one of the last ones that still 
had students at her table.  She would have 
stayed as long as they wanted her to weave.  
Samantha’s mom, Tonya Veach,  said, “Next 
year will all be a little more prepared, be-
cause we didn’t know what to expect. “  She 
also said Samantha loves her culture and 
loves to share it with anyone that will listen 
to her.  Her grandfather speaks to her in In-
dian and she shares it with her nephews.  She 
would like to thank everyone for the opportu-
nity that you gave her for this experience.  
“Our hands raised to you and the basket soci-
ety.” 
 
After the conference was over a couple days 

later at work I read on the board from one of 
the parents that her child had made three 
more baskets after the conference was over.  
And then a week later that same parent 
caught me outside of my house and asked if I 
had any material for her son.  I went inside 
and gave him some bark and raffia and told 
them if they ever needed any more just let me 
know.    
 
I would like to Thank the School Districts 
from Grays Harbor area; Taholah, Pacific 
Beach, North Beach, Hoquiam and Aber-
deen, for excusing the students to attend the 
conference.  One of the parents called me and 
told me that the Hoquiam School gave her 
daughter money to purchase two baskets to 
bring back to the school to show case.  I told 
the mother that her daughter should make a 
basket and buy one from the conference and 
one from the girl.  I thought that was real 
special for the school to purchase the baskets.   
 
Thanks to NNABA for all your work getting 
the youth track going it was probably the best 
thing that ever happen.  I would like to see 
more of this at the conferences, or maybe a 
special conference just for youth.  Thanks to 
the other six featured youth weavers from the 
other reservations and all the Featured Weav-
ers and those who attended it was crowed and 
busy but we all enjoyed being with each 
other.
