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WARM SPRINGS MARKET FEATURE BASKET COLLECTION 
Warm Springs, Oregon 

Warm Springs Market, located on the old agency cam-
pus in Warm Springs Oregon, has been family owned 
since 1944. The market offers a variety of goods from 
groceries to hardware as well as beading supplies and 
Native America beadwork. The market also features a 

museum collection of historical items including photo-
graphs, beaded items and traditional weaved baskets. 
Terry and Diana Macy purchased the business at the 

beginning of 2010, making Terry the third generation 
of his family to operate this local general store. Terry's 

grandparents, Dan and Priscilla Macy, exchanged 
goods in trade for some of the baskets in the collection. 

This is how the stores current museum was started. 
There are more than 75 different types of woven bas-

kets and hats included in the collection and most of 
them date circa 1900. Some of the materials used in-

clude cedar bark, twined tule and tule stalk, spruce root and cedar root. There are a variety of baskets from the Columbia  River 
Plateau as well as basket styles from Salish, Pit River and Northern Shasta. Warm Springs market is open Monday through Fri-
day, 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.  The museum is open during business hours and is free of 

charge. The Market is located at 2132 Warm Springs Street, Warm Springs, Oregon and can be reached by phone at               
(541)553-1597.

VOTING MEMBER  An individual must be enrolled as a member of a *Northwest Tribe, who is also a practicing 
basket weaver, and current with NNABA membership dues. Each member shall be entitled to one (1) vote. All mem-
bers have a right to actively belong to an existing NNABA committee. All members have the right to receive reports 
and vote on bylaw changes and the election of NNABA Board of Directors.  

 
ASSOCIATE MEMBER  Supports the work of the organization and does not vote or hold office. They are not 
enrolled members of Northwest Tribes. They may be Native American whose tribes are located in other regions of the 
country or non-Natives.  
 
 
Youth Track : On Friday October 1, 2010  the youth will meet in a designated room along with their 
teachers to learn a basket project or two.  The program allows local youth, member’s children, and 
any other interested youth to learn basketry and hopefully become our future master weavers.  Please 
plan on staying with any young children because we don’t have extra personnel to help supervise 
them; but if your children are older grade schoolers and higher please plan on having them attend.  
Through generous funding there will not be charges of fees or kits for the youth but they will need to 
register their name, age, hometown and tribal affiliation as applicable.

spirituality of family by promoting basketry as a “sit beside” art; (2) model how to use traditional/contemporary basketry as a 
revenue generating activity for families; (3) promote Puget Sound Basketry curriculum and print/non-print items; and (4) main-
tain a seasonal calendar for families to actively learn basketry.

$50.00 per person, per day. 

I-5 southbound, exit 88, turn right, eight miles west on hwy 12, turn left on Anderson Rd (End of the Trail gas station) one mile 
to the four way stop sign, we’re the only house on the left corner.     
 
Preparation of basket materials: preparing/processing/dyeing cedar bark with alder dye; working with sweet grass, cat-tail, net-
tle, bear grass; dyeing raffia; and making cedar basket kits on a “make one – take one” basis.  Dress for the weather but pray for 
hot August weather because we need it for the chemical change with the alder dye!  We will be working outside.  Wear old 
clothes; maybe bring a change of clothes just in case you take in the Lucky Eagle for the dinner buffet.  Bring your own folding 
chair.   Every basket weaver should have their own tool kit: scissors, a knife, awl, yarn darner, and it seems like everywhere we 
go we need duct tape!  Pot luck lunch, we’ll provide the main dish, plastic ware, napkins, water, and coffee.
